Derrick later joined the army and was medically discharged after he was
diagnosed with Crohn's disease at the age of 21. He later graduated from
DeVry University and pursued a career with AT&T where he met his wife Kim. 

 Derrick later went to work for American Income Life and relocated to the
Minneapolis area in 2006. Derrick’s career thrived at AIL where he earned the
nick-name Diesel. Derrick loved working at AIL so much that it felt like an
extended family to him. Derrick also was very proud of being a partner and a
leader of people and also, for many years, the top salesperson. 
Derrick loved people and enjoyed playing golf with family and friends. He
converted to become a Minnesota Vikings fan and had season tickets after



many struggling seasons as a Chicago Bear fan. Derrick worked hard and
played hard. He was a grown-up with a big kid's heart. 
Derrick departed this life on January 15, 2025 after battling Crohn's disease
for most of his life and yielding to a battle with lung cancer for the past
fourteen months. Derrick had a long life filled with medical battles but he never
complained. He continued to fight through surgeries and lived a great life filled
with love, family and friends. He is preceded in death by his mother, Barbara
Mason; grandparents, Thomas & Olivia Wade, Willie Mason and Ethel Jones.
